1. A solicitation may not be made by means of a proxy statement . . . that contains
a material misrepresentation. A misrepresentation is a statement that, at the
time and under the circumstances in which it is made:

a) is false or misleading with respect to a material fact;

b) omits a material fact necessary in order to make a statement made in the
solicitation not false or misleading; or

c) omits a material fact necessary to correct a statement in an earlier . . .
solicitation of a proxy for the same meeting, . . . which has become false
or misleading.

A misrepresentation is material if there is substantial likelihood that a
reasonable shareholder would consider it important in deciding how to
vote.
